• 1 Corinthians 12:287    “And God has placed in the church first of all apostles, 

second prophets, third teachers, then miracles, then gifts of healing, of helping, 

of guidance, and of different kinds of tongues.” – 

“But how do I know my spiritual gifts?” Uriah asked more intently. “If I don’t 

sing, what can I do?” 

 

“Excellent question. First, we have to remember that what we do is for God’s glory. 

Our gifts are tools God uses to tell others about Him. Second, we can spend time in 

prayer to ask God to reveal our gifts to us. There are also spiritual gifts tests you can 

find to help identify your gifts. Thirdly, remember the promise found in James 1:5…” 

• “If any of you lacks wisdom, you should ask God, who gives generously to all 

without finding fault, and it will be given to you.” 

 

Lastly, Mrs. Winston continued, “we have to remember, if we don’t use it, we can lose 

it.” 

• “Read the parable of the gold bags when you get home and notice how the 

master blessed the servants that improved on their responsibilities and think 

about what happened to the one servant that did not.”
